“Attracting students of Emma’s caliber, both athletically and scholastically, is our goal each 
summer,” claims Linda Palm, General Manager of PacificSport Fraser Valley.  “We are privileged 
to have had many enthusiastic and dedicated students lead the XploreSportZ program over the 
past six years.
